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Robert Farley Recap

Robert Farley presented a compelling workshop Titled “Develop-
ing a Child Protection Management Policy.” Mr. Farley comes to the
conference as a 30-year veteran of the Cook County Sheriff's Police
Department in Chicago, lllinois. He has given training and presenta-
tions around the world. During his time on the police department, Mr.
Farley encountered many interesting cases and shared his wealth of
experiences dealing with child-abuse investigations to a capacity room
full of deans, assistant principals, principals, and student resource of-
ficers. Major components of a Child Protection Management Policy
include:

1. Spells out circumstances for one-on-one contact with students.

2. Explains appropriate staff and supervisor responses to
specific situations.

3. Develops guidelines for electronic communication.
4. Helps ensure the protection of children.

Mr. Farley continued the discussion with pertinent information about
child sexual abuse crimes, how he identified potential threats, and
steps that can be taken to help protect children from falling victim to
these predators. Technology has become a tool for predators and
extensive information was provided to workshop participants about
how technology is used to lure children into believing/trusting in their
on-line acquaintance. A substantial amount of time was also spent
examining how children attempt to cover up their on-line relationships
and what adults can to do safeguard children in the electronic age.

The presentation was compelling and engaging; participants raved
about the workshop and the ISDA was proud to have Robert Farley
participate in the 2008 ISDA conference.
